Exec Comm met to chose consultant, confirmed goals and timeline. Decided a Community Visioning process required before Strategic Planning among the board. Discussed who should come to community visioning, and who are the stakeholders to ensure to have at the Strategic Planning session.
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Budget request to Westbrook Environmental Improvement Corporation (our fiscal sponsor), who granted $2000 for consultant, refreshments, promotion, supplies. (Delilah add in about banks, grantors, municipality) 


Engaging
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After doing more planning and completing our version of a “Community Network Analysis,” began outreach.  As a new director, cold-calling. So, getting someone on board to do the outreach. (switch to:)
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Utilizing your board to the project’s greatest advantage. 
Yet, don’t assume all board members have the experience or feel comfortable, or have prioritized the time in their lives to do this. Follow-up, offer support, etc..
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setting the date based on key people’s availability
-general outreach through Facebook event, and individual email follow-ups. 
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How to engage those who missed the meeting 
-follow-up survey (how to do a survey monkey) [image/screenshot]
-encouraged people who replied they couldn’t come to send email.

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-Board meeting scheduled this month to move from Vision, Barriers, to Goals and then Committee Action Plans (budget)
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Abigail: What if we had made decisions without community visioning and strategic process?
 
-Would have perpetuated sense that “The same people try to run everything”
-By opening it to the public is a big deal, and counteracts sense in Westbrook that you can’t fight City Hall, i.e., no point in getting engaged bc what I say won’t matter.
-We’re literally making a plan based on what people told us. (And follow-up survey asked people to prioritize top 5 items)
-The Board has a “mandate” from the community, as well as a whole bunch more engaged 
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(Biddeford ideas: High school student story-telling; 
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Heart Spots; Story Telling at the La Kermesse Festival. 
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33 Community Meetings in people’s kitchens, church basements,   
And recently, HOB’s online survey had 93 completed. 
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-But,there’s always a balancing act between goals and funds/time available. 
Pro’s of investing more time:
you could hear from more people, more forms of engagement.
Pro of briefer:
-Brief process inspires initiative from those who are interested but may not necessarily have months worth of time available. Then, their interest may lead to committee membership and more action.

In either case:
-Committees should continually seek to represent the diversity of the community, and influence the direction of the organization. That’s the beauty of having a Main Street program, and particularly Organization Committee.
